The LGfL Executive and Editorial Boards have approved the purchase of Cambridge
University Press’s School Shakespeare Picture Collection. This resource covers Much Ado
About Nothing, The Tempest, Romeo and Juliet, Macbeth and A Midsummer Night’s
Dream. Each individual Picture Collection focuses on a number of different productions of
single play, and therefore reflects most teachers’ practice — from Years 7/8 onwards — of
focussing on a single Shakespeare play with any given year group.

The images (and supporting on-screen discussion questions) are arranged under the
following headings: Characters, Themes, Acts, Productions & Staging

These headings also correspond closely to 3 of the 4 KS3 areas of assessment for
Shakespeare: Text in performance; Character and motivation; Ideas, themes and issues.
Students can use the product in the following ways: watching/listening to a presentation;
taking part in a discussion; making inferences and drawing conclusions; experimentation
through performance; combining images and text to make creative retellings or critical
appraisals of aspects of the plays.
