School Managed Learning Environ-
ment – ‘Fronter’ 
The school has bought into an ICT 
package which essentially allocates 
webspace to the school which can be 
accessed by children and parents at 
home.  
This opens up all sorts of possibilities 
for homework and providing school 
information online to parents and chil-
dren which is secure.  
The potential of the system is enor-
mous in terms of managing communi-
cation and information and a number of 
staff are currently receiving training. 
To give just one example from a school 
using the system, a child can go home 
after school, log in to their home page 
and show their parents the work they 
have been doing or even a video clip of 
an activity they have been doing in 
school.  
One of the key questions that this does 
raise is the number of homes and chil-
dren with access to the internet. I have 
learned the hard way that having a 
computer at home does not necessarily 
mean that you have use of it as every-
one in the family seems to need it at 
the same time!  
We will be sending a short question-
naire home to try and build up a picture 
of the access that our children currently 
have and build this information into the 
programme that we are setting up in 
school. More information will follow – 
possibly by way of your computer 
screens at home! 

Parents & Children’s Questionnaire 
At the end of last term I wrote to all par-
ents about the results of our question-
naires, which were very positive with 
just a few issues raised. One of these 
was  a  request  for  more  information 
about clubs and activities in advance  
which, I have included in this newssheet 
and will keep as a regular item. As a 
staff we are now looking at some of the 
other issues raised and I will be report-
ing on the progress with these during the 
term. One other request was for more 
information about the work children are 
doing in school which fits in well with a 
new school ICT project which is also 
outlined in this newssheet.
